The Australia and New Zealand common standard AS/NZS 2343 requires three shots per sample and is therefore a more vigorous 
test.  The USA standard – NIJ 0108.1 requires five shots per sample. Internationally, test standards NIJ 0108.1 and UL752 are probably 
the most widely accepted.

The above chart is a general comparison only and reference to respective test standards is recommended.
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
